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INSTALLATION

Notes:

Find a suitable location making sure there is clearance for
the installed depth.

Before installing the unit, connect the wiring temporarily
making sure the system works properly.

Only use the parts included with the unit to ensure proper
installation.

If installation angel exceeds 30° from horizontal, the unit
might not give its optimum performance.

Avoid installing the unit where it would be subject to high
temperature (i.e. from direct sunlight, heaters or the
engine) or where it would be subject to dust, dirt or
excessive vibration.,

REMOVE SCREWS BEFORE INSTALLATION

Before installing the unit, please remove the two screws.

Take out screw
before install.




NOTE: Use the two pieces of plastic film (30mmX20mm)
supplied with the unit to seal the two holes after removing the

sCrews.

INSTALL THE UNIT
1. Using the supplied mounting template, cut-out the
rectangular shaded area and drill 4 holes as indicated.

2. Attach the mounting bracket behind the mounting surface,
use the adhesive tape provided when attaching.
